OPERATING GUIDELINES FOR PUBLIC FORUM (6.00PM – 6.45PM)

Your Council has made a commitment to provide up to 45 minutes prior to its Planning and Citizens Meeting, for its citizens to play a more active role in civic matters.  

 Therefore it is very important that citizens fully understand the set parameters surrounding Council’s Public Forum:

1. Public Forum is open to all members of the Moonee Valley community.

2. Council will publicise in advance the topics it intends to explore in forthcoming Public

Forums.  These topics will initially be covered by way of Council Officers or others making a presentation to the Forum and the Chairperson then conducting a discussion with the attendees.

3. Should an individual wish to present on a matter before the Forum they are to lodge a Public Forum Access Form by 5pm on the Monday prior to the session.

4. Dependent upon the size of the scheduled agenda for that session, an attempt will be made to accommodate the new topic.  In the event that the agenda for that Public Forum appears to be full and it is unlikely that the item would be able to be heard at that meeting, the submitter will be notified of alternative Public Forum meeting dates at which this matter could be heard.

5. Public Forum request or question are to be marked to the attention of Council’s Manager Council Business and may be submitted by hand at the Moonee Valley Civic Centre (9 Kellaway Avenue, Moonee Ponds), by mail (PO Box 126, Moonee Ponds 3039) or by fax on 9377 2100.

6. All discussion will be conducted in a structured and orderly manner and directed through the Chair and allow where appropriate, alternate speakers for and against.

7. Each item on the agenda will be considered individually, with each individual restricting their comments to the subject topic and limited to 3 minutes speaking time, with 2 minutes extension, if approved by the Chairperson.

8. Questions without Notice also forms part of the Public Forum session, and citizens can raise questions on the night of the meeting or alternatively, can give notice of their intention to raise one question (though at the discretion of the Chairperson, supplementary questions may be considered) at the Public Forum session (using the Public Forum Access Form). 

9. Public Forum does not form part of any formal meeting and therefore no minutes will be taken, unless where directed by the Chairperson.
